Sewer Debt Service Charge Reduction
The City has been awarded a WTFAP Grant in the amount of $500,000 to be paid toward
the cost of the lagoon rehabilitation project. This grant award means the sewer debt
service charge on the utility bills will be lowered from $42 to $21 per month beginning
with the April bill.
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
